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I. What is the main idea of the paragraphs? （25分）

(1) You don’t have to put it sentence by sentence.

(2) Please answer in Chinese.

Some plants require a cold treatment (vernalization) before they will flower and in certain of these cases it has been shown that it is the stem apex which is the sensitive region and that this has to reach the required maturity before the cold treatment is effective. In photoperiodic plants (those whose flowering depends upon exposure to an appropriate day length) it is the leaves which must reach the appropriate maturity; photoperiodic induction is effective only after a particular number of nodes have been formed. Winter cereals have a cold requirement and a long-day requirement; the cold requirement can be achieved by the embryo of the immature seed or in the moistened mature seed but the day length requirement can be met only when the young plant has grown to the appropriate stature.

 The temperature most effective in vernalization is at or near to 6℃, and the duration of treatment for maximum acceleration of flowering can range according to species from 4 days to 3 months. Vernalization can be reversed by an immediately following period of high temperature. This suggests that there is a neutral temperature, below which vernalization occurs and above which vernalization tends to be reversed. It has been shown that in Hyoscyamus this neutral temperature is at about 20℃.

II. Translate the following paragraphs into Chinese：（25分）

Phalaenopsis orchid is one of the most important orchids grown for commercial production of cut flowers and potted plants. It has been chosen by the Council of Agriculture, Executive Yuan, as one of the four flagship speciality products for export.  There is substantial interest in the production and improvement of these commercially valuable plants in Taiwan. However, the industry has been plagued and troubled by Cymbidium mosaic virus (CymMV) and Odontoglossum ring spot virus (ORSV). The yield and quality of orchid production are influenced by these viruses. To solve this problem partially, plant material must be tested for the presence of viruses before being used for mass production by tissue culture, and sanitation during propagation of orchid plants and harvesting of flowers is essential in order to prevent the virus from spreading. Therefore, reliable and effective detection methods of these viruses are needed. At present, various diagnostic methods have been developed to detect these viruses in Taiwan including enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay (ELISA), reverse transcription polymerase chain reaction (RT-PCR) and DNA array biochip detection system.
III. Translate the following paragraphs into Chinese：（25分）

Green building, in accordance with such directions of four major indicators as the ecology, energy saving, reducing waste and health, to assess for nine major indicators. These nine indicators are:
1. Biodiversity Indicator: Ecosystem diversity, species diversity and genetic diversity. 

2. Greenery Indicator: Greening the building outdoor open space, rooftops, balconies and building elevation.
3. Soil Water Content Indicator: Utilizing lands to retain water, and improve ecological water circulation. 

4. Daily Energy Saving Indicator: Reducing building energy consumption. 

5. CO2 Emission Reduction Indicator: Reducing carbon dioxide emission of the building industry.
6. Waste Reduction Indicator: Reducing the waste produced by the building industry. 

7. Indoor Environment Indicator: Assessment of ventilation, sound insulation, lighting, interior decoration, and indoor air quality. 

8. Water Resource Indicator: Reducing and recycling water usage the building. 
9. Sewage and Garbage Improvement Indicator: Limiting the sewage and rubbish production of the building. 

IV.  Translate the following paragraphs into Chinese：（25分）

     Some older people, however, may go to the park to seek friends. A park, if properly designed and located for ease of access, can satisfy enough of the elderly social needs to support a regular senior constituency. A study of a downtown Long Beach, California, park described it as “a great outdoor living room in which a daily open house takes place. There people are visited, games are played, issues are debated, and the time of day is passed”. Older people in this instance are interested in meeting new people and being entertained. Indeed, their regular friends are often acquaintances they made in the park. A study of regular elderly users of MacArthur Park in Los Angeles reported that two thirds used the park everyday and came there on foot from hotels or rooming houses within a four-block radius. Most were men who lived alone, and although nearly all were observed coming to the park alone, more than two thirds gravitated to high concentrations of people in the park and spent most of their time conversing with one or more friends.
The following guidelines apply to any park, inner city or suburban, that elderly people are likely to visit:

˙ Situate some seating areas just inside the park’s entrance. Seating located near a park entrance or busy thoroughfare is a good place to watch people and may enhance a feeling of security.

˙ Locate the main entrance to the park near bus stop with shelters and crosswalks. Just getting across a street can be difficult for some elderly people and so can discourage them form using a park. At a minimum, crosswalks to parks should be provided. Traffic lights should be timed to allow for the safe crossing of a slowly moving person. The traffic signal box should be equipped with a pedestrian button to stop traffic.
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
