I. Scientific Paper Translation (80%)
1.Accuracy is the degree of agreement of determination with the “true” value (eg, the known concentration in a control sample). Precision denotes the reproducibility of the analysis and is expressed in terms of variation among several determinations on the same sample. Reliability is a measure of the congruence of accuracy and precision. (20%)

2.Cancer is the second most common cause of death in the USA after cardiovascular disease. Humans of all ages develop cancer, and a wide variety of organs are affected. The incidence of many cancers increases as the fourth to sixth power of age, so that as people live longer, many more will develop the disease. Apart from individual suffering, the economic burden to society is immense. (20%)

3.Traditional Chinese Pharmacotherapy (TCP) has been increasing in the Western world over the last few years. It has been evaluated the quantity and availability of clinical trials on TCP using Medline. Medline searches were performed in PubMed (1966-June 2001) using the MeSH (Medical Subjects Heading) term 'drugs, Chinese herbal.' In a second step we restricted the search to meta-analyses, reviews, randomized controlled trials and clinical trials. Results indicated that only limited information about TCP research is accessible for physicians using PubMed. Moreover, half of the studies are published in Chinese. (20%)
4.Compounds from natural sources play four significant roles in modern medicine. In the first place, they provide a number of extremely useful drugs that are difficult, if not impossible, to produce commercially by synthetic means. These include such diverse groups of compounds as the alkaloids of the opium poppy, of ergot, and of solanaceous plants; the cardiotonic glycosides of digitalis; most of the antibiotics; and all of the serums, vaccines, and related products.
