The double-strand break repair model, the current model of homologous recombination, adequately explains L-S inversion of herpesvirus genomes and the recombinogenicity of the a sequence.  Several herpesvirus genomes, including HSV-1 consist of a unique sequence bracketed by a pair of inverted repeat sequences.  This arrangement is attributed to illegitimate recombination between molecules arranged in an inverse orientation.  Recombination is important for virus evolution, construction of mutated virus, gene therapy and vaccination in which the potential for recombination between engineered input virus and wild type virus has to be considered.
