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Rationale and Content Dimensions for Teaching
Spirituality-Oriented Holistic Artistic Production
: College Art Education after Postmodernism

Abstract

The issue of spirituality or the spiritual is getting important in academic field.
More emphasis has been put on the theme in art education, because the latter is a
significant and effective vehicle to enhance spirituality. In addition, artistic
production has been regarded as a research in the domain of art education, which
applied the concept of “art practice as research” into the program of MA, MFA, and
PhD in art or art therapy. The article first of all attempts to analyze the rationale for
teaching spirituality-oriented holistic artistic production, including the meaning of
spirituality and its implication for art education, the emergence of research in artistic
production, and the value of integrating such research with holistic approach.
Secondly, the article constructs and interprets the content dimensions for teaching
spirituality-oriented holistic artistic production, including exploration of self
(learner-based), art (content-based), culture (issue-based), ecology (issue-based), and
the six connections by the four. Finally, the article addresses the implications of its
findings for contemporary development of art education and college education of
artistic production, as well as proposes recommendations for teaching artistic
production in college.
