    If amateur astronomers look to someone as their ideal, it is undoubtedly William Herschel. He was a musician by  __1__  —first in a German band, then in the English spa town of Bath, where he played the oboe in an orchestra, served as organist in a church and gave music lessons. By  __2__  , that is. By night he was an astronomer when skies were clear and a mirror maker when they were  __3__ . He personally ground and  __4__  the mirrors for his telescopes—more than two hundred of them! People wondered when Herschel ever found time to sleep. He spent most of his time at night observing stars, with the faithful  __5__  of his sister Caroline. Scanning the solar system for as yet  __6__  objects, he compiled lists of double stars, colored stars and nebulas (i.e., clouds of dust and gas that are to become stars).  The effect of bullying can be serious and even lead to tragedy. Unfortunately, it is still a mostly unresearched area.  __1__  That year two shotgun-wielding students, both of whom had been identified as gifted and who had been bullied for years, killed 13 people, wounded 24 and then committed suicide. A year later an analysis by the US government found that bullying played a major role in more than two-thirds of the campus violence.

__2__  Numerous dictators and invaders throughout history have tried to justify their bullying behavior by claiming that they themselves were bullied.  ___3___  Although it is no justification for bullying, many of the worst humans in history have indeed been bullies and victims of bullying.

Since bullying is mostly ignored, it may provide an important clue in crowd behavior and passer-by behavior. ___4___
Many of them have suggested bullying as one of the reasons of this decline in emotional sensitivity and acceptance of violence as normal. When someone is bullied, it is not only the bully and the victim who are becoming less sensitive to violence.
___5____  In this sense, bullying affects not only the bullied but his friends and classmates and the whole society.

    In any group of elderly people, it is common to see some women who are unable to stand completely upright.  Their backs and heads are bent forward slightly, as if they were carrying a heavy load.  This is usually a sign of a bone problem that has developed over a number of years, a problem called osteoporosis.

Osteoporosis literally means porous bones—bones that are filled with tiny holes.  Our bones are in a constant state of change, continuously broken down and rebuilt through the body’s chemical processes.  Two kinds of cells are important in these processes: osteoclasts and osteoblasts.  Osteoclasts renew the old bone by dissolving or reabsorbing it; this leaves an empty space.  Osteoblasts then fill this empty space with new bone.

When the rate of bone renewal doesn’t equal the rate of breakdown, bone loss results.  When the bone loss becomes advanced, it is called osteoporosis.  The bones don’t actually change shape with osteoporosis; rather, they become porous, and therefore are more likely to break.  Often the first sign of osteoporosis is a bone fracture following a minor fall or accident.

OPINION
Locking up criminals is an easy option
For the past five and a half years, I have been calling for increased investment in better treatment of and conditions for prisoners, aimed at protecting the public by preventing reoffending, and so I am delighted that the government is planning to give additional money to the Prison Bureau. The dirty and overcrowded state of our prisons, and the current rate of reoffending, are both by-products of the lack of consistent and well-planned investment, not just in prisons but in society as a whole, improvements to both of which now appear possible.

I took over at a time when the morale in the Prison Bureau was at rock bottom. Reports attacking the Bureau over two escapes by prisoners had been followed by the resignation of the former chief. The prison population was rising rapidly, by more than 30 percent, while, at the same time, a 13.5 percent reduction was being imposed on its budget.

The politicians’ cry that “prison works,” echoed by some members of the public, encouraged this increase in the prison population. This is a cry that is true to the extent that people in prison cannot commit crimes outside. But it ignores the fact that all except a very few of those in prison are going to come out. These people will be more likely to reoffend if nothing is done, in prison, to tackle their offending behavior. Therefore, I sincerely expect that, with the new government funding, more resources can be allocated to the provision of full, purposeful and active days for all types of prisoners, designed to challenge offending behavior and enable them to live useful and law-abiding lives on release.

 Children normally have a distrust of new foods. But it’s the parents’ job to serve a variety of foods and expose their children to healthy dieting habits.

Some simple strategies can help even the pickiest eater learn to like a more varied diet. First of all, you don’t have to send children out of the kitchen. With hot stoves, boiling water and sharp knives at hand, it is understandable that parents don’t want children in the kitchen when they’re making dinner. But studies suggest that involving children in meal preparation is an important first step in getting them to try new foods. In one study, nearly 600 children from kindergarten to sixth grade took part in a nutrition curriculum intended to get them to eat more vegetables and whole grains. The researchers found that children who had cooked their own foods were more likely to eat those foods in the cafeteria than children who had not. Kids don’t usually like radishes, but if kids cut them up and put them in the salad, they will love the dish.

Another strategy is not to diet in front of your children. Kids are tuned into their parents’ eating preferences and are far more likely to try foods if they see their mother or father eating them. Given this powerful effect, parents who are trying to lose weight should be careful of how their dieting habits can influence a child’s perceptions about food and healthful eating. In one study of 5-year-old girls about dieting, one child noted that dieting involved drinking chocolate milkshakes, because her mother was using Slim-Fast drinks. Another child said dieting meant “you fix food but you don’t eat it.” By exposing young children to erratic dieting habits, parents may be putting them at risk for eating disorders.
