Ostrov Vrangelya (Russian) is an island in the Arctic Ocean, between the Chukchi Sea and East Siberian Seas. Wrangel Island lies astride the 180ﾟ meridian. The International Date Line is displaced eastwards at this ___21___ to avoid the island as well as the Chukchi Peninsula on the Russian mainland.  Wrangel Island has a maximum ___22___ of 1,097 m (3,599 ft) at Sovetskaya Mountain. The Academy ___23___, a featureless, marshy lowland, occupies the northern third of the island. There are no glaciers on Wrangel, which apparently escaped glaciation during the ice ages. The climate is exceptionally bad, with low winter temperatures (February mean, - 13ﾟF) and summer temperatures that rarely rise far above freezing point because of the pack ice that is constantly present in the ___24___ sea. Fog and low cloud are typical of the summer months.

___25___ believe Wrangel is the last place where wooly mammoths lived. A dwarf subspecies thrived here as late as 1700 B.C., more than 6,000 years after mammoth populations elsewhere became extinct. By the time Wrangel Island was discovered by Europeans, there was no aboriginal population. First recorded landing on Wrangel Island took place on August 12, 1881, by a party from the USRC Corwin, who claimed the island for the United States and named it “New Columbia.” But the island was later claimed by the USSR in the 1920s. It has been inhabited by Chukchis and Eskimos since 1926.

Because the Corwin Party was the first to plant a flag on Wrangel, certain ___26___ groups in The United States have insisted the island is rightfully American soil. In 2012, one Tea Party blogger even ranted that President Obama was giving away Wrangel to the “Putin regime” as part of an “apparent war against U.S. energy independence.” The U.S. State Department, however, has long maintained that the United States asserts no territorial claim to the island --- and never has. The region around Wrangel is not known to have substantial oil reserves, and even if it did, its nearly year-around ice would likely make ___27___ prohibitively difficult and expensive.

Thus blesses with a lack of exploitable resources, Wrangel has been left alone. Despite the severity of its climate, and in many ways because of it, Wrangel boasts an astonishing abundance of life. The island is the world’s largest ___28___ ground for polar bears --- as many as 400 mothers have been known to land here in winter to raise their young. Wrangel also supports the largest population of Pacific walruses, and the only snow goose nesting ___29___ in Asia.  During the summer it is visited by many types of birds. And yet, in merciful contrast to the ___30___ Siberian mainland, there are no mosquitoes.

The flora of Wrangle Island is a varied, preglacial type of considerable botanical ___31___. In fact, it includes 417 species of plants, double that of any other Artic tundra territory of comparable size and more than any other Arctic island. Wrangel Island was declared a zanpovednik --- a federally managed nature ___32___ --- in 1976, and it remains one of Russia’s coldest, remotest pieces of protected wilderness. For these reasons, the island was also proclaimed the northernmost World Heritage Site in 2004.

Therefore, today Wrangel Island is one of the world’s least frequented, most restricted nature reserves --- a place that requires several government permits to visit and can be reached only by helicopter during winter or by icebreaker during summer.

Many critics of Emily Bronte’s novel Wuthering Heights see its second part as a counterpoint that comments on, if it doesn’t reverse, the first part, where a “romantic” reading receives more confirmation. Seeing the two parts as a whole is encouraged by the novel’s sophisticated structure, revealed in its complex use of narrators and time shifts. 
Granted that the presence of these elemnts need not argue an authorial awareness of novelistic construction comparable to that of Henry James, their presence does encourage attempts to unify the novel’s heterogeneous parts. However, any interpretation that seeks to unify all of the novel’s diverse elements is bound to be somewhat unconvincing. This is not because such an interpretation necessarily stiffens into a thesis although rigidity in any interpretation of this or of any novel is always a danger, but because Wuthering Heights has recalcitrant elements of undeniable power that, ultimately, resist inclusion in an all-encompassing interpretation. In this respect, Wuthering Heights shares a feature of Hamlet.

Swimming in dumpsters might sound like a bad joke to New Yorkers in the middle of the August heat, but that’s precisely what hundreds of people did last weekend.

As part of the city’s Summer Streets program, in which several large sidewalks are closed to cars and traffic on Saturdays in August, three dumpsters – essentially large garbage bins – were converted for use as swimming pools and placed on Park Avenue.

New Yorkers and tourists lined up early for access to one of three sessions in the 8-foot by 22-foot dumpster pools, each providing 140 people with 20 minutes of pool time as well as use of changing rooms, outdoor showers, hammocks and lounge chairs.

“It’s a fun, great New York experience,” commented Frances Parkman, who lives nearby and stopped by for a look but didn’t take the plunge. “It’s just wonderful, and it costs nothing.”

But swimsuit-clad tourist Austin Weaver, 11, from Cleveland, Ohio, stared unhappily after his mother learned that all 420 swimming passes had been snapped up by 9 a.m.

“We checked online after we saw it on the news,” his mother, Kimberlie Weaver, said of the highly publicized event. “But there were no details besides the start and end time.”

The pools, which are lined with plastic and surrounded by a deck, will be open for two more Saturdays in Park Avenue, which is lined with office towers and in the shadow of Grand Central Terminal. Last summer the pools were placed on an industrial lot in Brooklyn and became an instant hit.

Some people lounged in hammocks text messaging, while others relaxed in lounge chairs reading newspapers. A trio of young men showed up with masks, snorkels and fins.

Nevertheless, some local merchants were underwhelmed, saying an expected increase in customer traffic attracted by the pools never materialized.

In many cultures and society, the egg is considered the perfect magical symbol. It is, after all, representative of new life - in fact, it is the life cycle personified. While many of us take note of eggs around springtime - the Ostara season is chock full of them - it’s important to consider that eggs feature prominently in folklore and legend all year long.

In some legends, eggs - a fertility symbol - are associated with that other symbol of fertility, the rabbit. How did we get the notion that a rabbit comes around and lays colored eggs in the spring? The character of the "Easter bunny" first appeared in 16th-century German writings, which said that if well-behaved children built a nest out of their caps or bonnets, they would be rewarded with colored eggs. This legend became part of American folklore in the 18th century, when German immigrants settled in the eastern United States.
In early Christian cultures, consumption of the Easter egg may have marked the end of Lent. In Greek Orthodox Christianity, there is a legend that after Christ's death on the cross, Mary Magdalene went to the emperor of Rome, and told him of Jesus' resurrection. The emperor's response was skeptical, hinting that such an event was just about as likely as a nearby bowl of eggs suddenly turning red. Much to the emperor's surprise, the bowl of eggs turned red, and Mary Magdalene joyfully began preaching Christianity throughout the land.
In some Native American creation tales, the egg features prominently. Typically, this involves the cracking of a giant egg to form the universe, the earth, or even gods. In some tribes of America’s Pacific northwest region, there is a story about thunder eggs (geodes), which are thrown by the angry spirits of the high mountain ranges.
A Chinese folk tale tells of the story of the formation of the universe. Like so many things, it began as an egg. A deity named Pan Gu formed inside the egg, and then in his efforts to get out, cracked it into two halves. The upper portion became the sky and cosmos, and the lower half became the earth and sea. As Pan Gu grew bigger and more powerful, the gap between earth and sky increased, and soon they were separated forever.
There’s an old English superstition that if you’re a girl who wants to see who your true love is, place an egg in front of your fire on a stormy night. As the rain picks up and the wind begins to howl, the man you will marry will come through the door and pick up the egg. In an Ozark version of this story, a girl boils and egg and then removes the yolk, filling the empty space with salt. At bedtime, she eats the salted egg, and then she will dream about a man bringing her a pail of water to quench her thirst. This is the man she will marry. Another British tale was popular among sailors. It suggested that after you eat a boiled egg, you should always crush up the shells. Otherwise, evil spirits - and even witches! - could sail the seven seas in the shell cups, and sink entire fleets with their sorcery and magic.
In American folk magic, eggs appear regularly in agricultural stories. A farmer who wants to “set” his eggs under broody hens should only do so during the full moon - otherwise, most of them won’t hatch. Likewise, eggs carried around in a woman’s bonnet will provide the best pullets. Eggs placed in a man’s hat for safekeeping will all produce roosters.
Even the eggs of certain birds are special. Owls’ eggs are said to be a sure cure for alcoholism, when scrambled up and fed to someone with a drinking problem. Dirt found under a mockingbird’s egg can be used to alleviate sore throats. A hen’s egg which is too small to bother with cooking can be tossed on the roof of your house, to “appease the witches,” according to Appalachian folklore. If a woman tosses an egg shell into the fire on May Day - Beltane - and sees a spot of blood on the shell, it means her days are numbered.
