V. Reading Comprehension: 10% (每題2分)
There’s a saying that secret languages are for children, lovers, and spies. But they’re also for governments, businesses, workers, and criminals, among others. They can be a matter of fun or survival. There are many types, causes, and uses of secret languages. However, they all have these two characteristics in common: they are understood by only a select group, and they are meant to keep information from others.

There are many ways of keeping communication secret. One way is to make words invisible. This can be done by writing with a pen dipped in any number of elements, such as lemon juice or vinegar. The words disappear once the paper dries. Putting heat near the paper makes the lemon juice letters show up again. Spray the vinegar message with red cabbage water and the writing turns purple! A more reliable way to write a message in secret is to develop a code. Codes have existed since the beginning of recorded history. They’re made by substituting letters, numbers, or symbols for letters or whole words, or by mixing the letters in a word. Both methods make words incomprehensible to anyone who doesn’t know the code.

Codes have many uses, both amusing and important. Children have always enjoyed creating their own language to keep secrets. The most popular and well-known language is pig Latin, which is formed by moving the first letter to the end of the word and adding “ay” to it. For example, “Mary had a little lamb” becomes “Arymay adhay aay ittlelay amblay.” But codes often have more vital uses, particularly when used by the military. In World War II, the British developed a machine that successfully decoded German messages. Because the British were able to learn about German military plans, the Germans lost the war. 

The Americans also used secret codes during the war. The Marines in the Pacific used Navajo “code talkers” to transmit messages. Because the Japanese were expert code solvers, the U.S. military needed an undecipherable code. The Native Americans of the Navajo tribe had a complex, unwritten language understood by few outsiders. Navajo soldiers in the U.S. military developed their own code talk. For example, the Navajo word for hummingbird, “dah-he-tih-hi,” meant “fighter plane.” Sometimes the first letters of Navajo words spelled a message. The Japanese never cracked the Navajo code. Military officers have said the United States would have lost the Battle of Iwo Jima without the code talkers.

Government spies and soldiers aren’t the only ones who want to keep communications secret. Codes are used by many different people and groups. Businesses need codes to protect their ideas or processes. As a result, workers in a common profession often have a secret language to keep information private, or they use it simply as a way to easily communicate among themselves. And criminals have always made use of secret languages. Imagine having the police intercept your plans to rob a bank.

Secrecy isn’t the only purpose for codes. Today’s technologies have driven the creation of a new type of code language for sending text and instant messages. Known as Web lingo or Webspeak, it’s a type of shorthand that allows quick communication via cell phones and other electronic devices. Some examples include writing BRB when one will “be right back” and LOL when one is “laughing out loud.” Among teenagers, Webspeak has also become a way of hiding information from parents. POS means “parent over shoulder,” and KPC means “keeping parents clueless.” Not for long, though. As parents know that too many secrets can be dangerous, they’re quickly learning the rules of Webspeak to understand their teen’s new language. 

Secret languages can be games children play or ways to keep a country safe. They can aid criminals or save lives. The important thing about secret languages is that they play a vital role in how humans use language in their lives. There will always be a need and desire for these languages—and for the creativity it takes to make and use them.
