Megan's Law is an informal name for laws in thetbahiStates requiring law enforcement authorities to
make information available to the public regardiagistered sex offenders, which was created _ 24
the murder of Megan Kanka. Individual states dewtiat information will be made available and how it
should be _ 25 . Commonly included informatiothis offender's name, picture, address, _ 26 date,
and nature of crime. The information is often disigld on free public websites, but can be published
in newspapers, distributed in __27__, or througioua other means.

At the federal level, Megan's Law is known as te&ual Offender Act of 1994, and requires persons
convicted of sex crimes against children to __28cal law enforcement of any change of address or
employment after release from custody.

He started his
career as a journalist, first publishing his ststotries and novels in the mid-1950s. 46 SpHddific
writer of fiction and journalism, Garcia Marquezsnzerhaps the central figure in the so-callatin
Boom,which designates the rise in popularity of Latimérican writing in the 1960s and 1970se
Hundred Years of Solituds perhaps the most important, and the most widksdg, text to emerge from that
period. It is also a central and pioneering worki@ movement that has become known as magicéameal
which was characterized by the dreamlike and féiotalements woven into the fabric of its fiction.

In part, the magic of Garcia Marquez’s writing ieault of his rendering the world through a clsld’
eyes: he has said that nothing really importantiaggpened to him since he was eight years oldlaidhe
atmosphere of his books is the atmosphere of atildh__ 47 In both towns, foreign fruit companies
brought many prosperous plantations to nearbyilmeaiat the beginning of the twentieth century.tBs
time of Garcia Marquez’s birth, however, Aracathad begun a long, slow decline into poverty and
obscurity, a decline mirrored by the fall of Macond One Hundred Years of Solitude.

Even as it draws from Garcia Marquez'’s provincigderiencesOQne Hundred Years of Solitudéso
reflects political ideas that apply to Latin Amerias a whole. 48  Similarly, Macondo begins g
simple settlement, and money and technology be@mmanon only when people from the outside world
begin to arrive. In addition to mirroring this eavirginal stage of Latin America’s growt@ne Hundred
Years of Solitudeeflects the current political status of variowih American countries. Just as Macondo
undergoes frequent changes in government, Latinriarenations, too, seem unable to produce
governments that are both stable and organizedvaieus dictatorships that come into power thraugh
the course oOne Hundred Years of Solituder example, mirror dictatorships that have rutedlicaragua,
Panama, and Cuba. __ 49  But his depictions of dragtorships show that his communist sympattes

not extend to the cruel governments that Commusismetimes produces.

One Hundred Years of Solitudben, is partly an attempt to render the realit¢garcia Marquez’s own
experiences in a fictional narrative. Its impor&ntowever, can also be traced back to the wagpieas to
broader spheres of experien€Gme Hundred Years of Solitudean extremely ambitious novel. To a certain

extent, in its sketching of the histories of civir, plantations, and labor unre®ne Hundred Years of
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Solitudetells a story about Colombian history and, evementwoadly, about Latin America’s struggles with
colonialism and with its own emergence into modgrni 50 _ ltis, in the end, a novel as much about
specific social and historical circumstances—disgdiby fiction and fantasy—as about the possibility
love and the sadness of alienation and solitude.
