Autism is a disease which causes neurodevelopmental disorders in several fields. Autistic
people for example have restricted perception and problems in 1nf0rmat10n processing. Two
different types of infantile autism are the low functioning autism (LFA) and the high functioning
autism (HFA). The LFA describes children with an IQ lower than 80, the HFA those with an 1Q
higher than 80. The disorders in both types are similar, but they are more strongly developed in
children with LFA.

To demonstrate the inability to manage normal communication and language, the University of
Pittsburgh and the ESRC performed experiments to provide possible explanations. Sentences, stories
or numbers were presented to children with autism and to normal children. The researchers
concluded that the disorders in people with HFA and LFA are caused by an_impairment in

declarative memory.
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This impairment leads to difficulties in learning and remembering sentences, stories or personal

events, \MS__,MMWWM@ has been shown that these children are
not able to link words they heard to their general knowledge, thus the words are only partially learnt,
with a(nm yncratic eaning.\This explains why LFA and HFA affected children differ in their
way of thinking from sane children. It is often difficult for them to understand others and vice versa.

Furthermore scientists believe that the process of language learning depends on an initial
vocabulary of fully meaningful words. It is assumed that these children do not possess such a
Vocabulary, thus their language development is impaired. The causes of autism are not yet _explored

ropriately to get e idea how to help an ort those people having autism in everyday life.
It is still not clear whether the diseases are really caused bl_g_gnetlc disorders. It is also possible that

other neurological malfunctions like brain damages or biochemical specialties, are responsible for
~autism. The research just started to get answers to those questions.

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The Pantheon must be the most famous ancient monument in the world, towering over Rome and still awesome in its
majesty despite centuries of damage and the swarms of tourists who simply can't get enough of it. A trip up to the Pantheon is
one of those "must do" visits on the itinerary of any self-respecting tourist passing through Rome. Amid the smog, traffic chaos
and modern urban sprawl of the capital, the Pantheon beckons irresistibly from practically every corner of this huge city.

The Pantheon is commissioned by Marcus Agrippa as a temple to all the gods of ient Rome, and rebuilt by Emperor
Hadrian in about 126 AD.

The front portico has three rows of 8 columns, each one with a diameter of 1.5m. A huge bronze door gives access to the
cylindrical building.

The interior of the dome was possibly intended to symbolize the arched vault of the heavens. The

ex and the entry door are the only sources of light in the interior. Throughout the day, the light from the oculus moves around
this space in a sort of reverse sundial effect. The architect was orchestrating the light. In autumn and winter, it illuminated
upper parts of the dome. In spring and summer, it moves down to the floor. The oculus also serves as a cooling and ventilation

method. ; -

Originally a temple for all pagan gods, the temple was converted into a church in 609. The Pantheon now contains the

tombs of the famous artist Raphael and of several Italian Kings. Its ecclesiastical interior design contrast with the temple's
