Napping isn’t just for your grandpa anymore. In fact, folks at fancy spas like to nap too. Sleep-deprived Americans are increasingly turning to the power nap and afternoon   21   to restore alertness and enhance performance, studies show. And some spa patrons are   22   big bucks just to snooze.

The Kohler Waters Spa in Illinois offers a 60-minute massage with a 15-minute   23   nap service for $150. Meanwhile, Yelo, a New York City spa, has air-conditioned sleep chambers.

“We are seeing so many of our guests coming in that are having trouble sleeping at night,” said Jean Kolb, Kohler’s   24   business director. “This is a way for us to really extend an opportunity for them to have total relaxation.”

Researchers say dozing can   25   and improve health. A study released last year by Harvard University and the University of Athens Medical School found midday napping at least three times per week for at least 30 minutes reduced heart disease deaths by about one-third.

Napping also takes the edge off sleepiness by adding to   26   sleep time, said Gregory Belnky, a sleep researcher at Washington State University. “You can   27   your sleep up and still have the same aggregate effect,” Belenky said. “Nap early, nap often.”

Lisa Shives disagrees. Typically, people who nap often have a sleeping problem or a medical condition, she said. One   28   to napping is sleep inertia--the feeling of disorientation when awaking from a deep   29  . “If you try to take a nap and it’s too long, you wake up super   30  ,” said Shives, a spokeswoman for the American Academy of Sleep Medicine. “That is not a good thing for anyone who needs to work immediately. They really haven’t made themselves feel better.”

Erected in 1722 as a Franciscan mission and later used as a fort, the Alamo is now a state monument and popular tourist attraction. Located in San Antonio Texas, the Alamo has great historical importance,   31   it was the site of a pivotal battle in Texas’ war of independence against Mexico. The lore surrounding the Alamo continues to fascinate people to this day; in 1995   32   began digging on the grounds of the monument in the search for gold which was supposedly dropped down one of the wells during the course of battle.

On February 23, 1836 Mexican general Antonio Lopez de Santa Anna led a Mexican force of more than 2000 men in an attack on the San Antonio garrison. With the attack by Santa Anna, the Texan forces who   34   155 soldiers and 15 civilians withdrew to the Alamo.

	Seen as symbols of strength, courage, determination and immortality since ancient times, eagles are found throughout the world with the exceptions of Antarctica and New Zealand. Eagles are powerful birds renowned for their keen vision. All eagles have powerful sharp claws called talons as well as heavy hooked beaks or bills. This combination makes them feared predators as they swoop down from on high and attack small animals such as fish, rodents, birds, snakes, rabbits and even monkeys. The eagle uses its powerful talons and beak to tear apart prey that is too heavy to carry. Eagles also sometimes steal the catch of other predatory birds such as ospreys. Most of the 50 species of eagles are in the range of 2 to 3 feet long and have wingspans of approximately 6 feet.

Eagles lives in air or nests which they build high in trees or on rocky ledges inaccessible by other animals. The nest must be kept secure because young eagles are helpless for a long period after hatching and remain in the nest from 50 to 100 days depending on the species. Made of sticks and lined with leaves and grass, the same nest may be used by a pair of birds for a number of years. The female lays one to three brownish speckled eggs and these are incubated by both parents or just the female. Young eagles are covered in down and don’t develop adult coloration until they reach two years of age.

A particularly famous species of eagle is the Haliaeetus Leucocephalus or Bald Eagle which is the national emblem of the United States. The Bald Eagle is not actually bald and the moniker was applied because of the contrast between its white head and brown body. The Bald Eagle is extremely rare and for many years it was feared that this magnificent creature would become extinct; however, due to conservation efforts this tragedy has been averted.
