Overview

The Winter Program for International Students, to be held from January 28"
to February 12", 2025, is a study program in Nagasaki itself, with its theme
“learning in/of Nagasaki.” The program consists of lectures, field trips, and
group work on three sub-themes: (1) peace and nuclear abolition; (2) World
Heritage Sites in Nagasaki; and (3) history of movement of people and
cultural exchange with mainland Asia.

Fundamentally, this program will be open to students enrolled full-time at a

university that has a bilateral student exchange agreement with Nagasaki
University.

The medium of instruction will be in Japanese, so having Japanese
proficiency equivalent to JLPT N2 level is preferred.

Students whose university is not a partner university can apply for this
program, but in case of a large number of applicants, application from our
partner universities will take precedence.
