“*Program Objectives™

This program is implemented with the following objectives:

- Activation of exchanges with partner schools utilizing international exchange agreements.
- Experiencing learning and living at the University of Miyazaki.

- Multicultural exchange through interaction with Japanese students.

“*Program Contents™*

The program offers lectures and hands-on training on Green Transformation (GX) utilizing
Miyazaki’s unique characteristics, as well as cultural activities to learn Japanese language
and culture.

*Note: No credits will be awarded by the University of Miyazaki for this program. *

1. **Japanese Language & Culture**
Participants will learn about simple Japanese and Japanese culture through exchanges with
Japanese students. Those who speak English can also participate.

2. **GX Lectures & Practical Training**

Participants will study GX (Green Transformation) from perspectives of coexisting with nature
and environmental conservation, through lectures and experiences such as a field trip to
Ebino Highlands in Miyazaki Prefecture.

3. **Lab Experience (Optional)**
Undergraduates aiming to enroll in graduate school at the University of Miyazaki in the future
can experience small-group lectures, experimental activities, etc., offered by faculty
members. The available courses are as follows. Please choose your desired course at the
time of application.
*Note: Detailed content for each course will be provided later upon coordination with the
respective graduate schools. *
*Courses are held on weekdays only. *
- **Medicine Course (July 17-18): ** Participants will be introduced to the latest basic
medical research conducted at the Faculty of Medicine through lectures and laboratory visits.
- **Engineering Course (July 17-22):** Participants will attend basic lectures on
engineering by researchers at the University of Miyazaki and be introduced to cutting-edge



research through lectures and laboratory visits.

- **Agriculture (Virology, Veterinary Science) Course (July 17-25): ** Participants will be
introduced to the latest research in virology and veterinary science conducted at the Faculty
of Agriculture through lectures and laboratory visits. Open only to students currently studying
biology (animal-related fields).

- **Agriculture (Veterinary Pathology) Course (July 17-30): ** For students interested in
veterinary pathology, this course offers lectures and laboratory visits. Only students able to

communicate in English are eligible.

- Presentation & Closing Ceremony: Wednesday, July 16 (Certificates of completion will be
awarded after the ceremony.)

- Departure from Miyazaki: Thursday, July 17 (Lab Experience participants will return after
their respective programs conclude.)

“*Participant Capacity™*
Approximately 10 participants. (If applications exceed the capacity, selection will be based
on language proficiency, etc.)

“*Eligibility**
- **Enrollment Status: ** Undergraduate or graduate students enrolled at universities with
exchange agreements with the University of Miyazaki.
- **Language Proficiency: ** Ability to communicate in Japanese or English.

*(Guideline: TOEFL iBT score of 61 or higher, or JLPT N3 or higher) *

*Note: If language proficiency cannot be determined from the submitted documents,
acceptance may be declined. *
- **Health Condition: ** Participants must be deemed physically and mentally fit to join the
program based on a self-declaration form regarding health.
- **Qverseas Travel Insurance: ** Participants must have their own overseas travel insurance

covering illnesses and injuries in Japan.



**Fees, etc.™
- Participation Fee: ¥120,000 *Payment is due upon arrival (cash only).*
“Travel expenses, meals, etc., are self-funded. *
- Additional 7,300 yen for weekdays and Sundays and 8,300 yen for Saturdays are required
per night for lab experience participants.
